Step 3: What are the Causes
Explanation:  Today in your PPA group you will work on step 3 of the PPA model, “What are the Causes?”  In the first step of the PPA process you defined a social problem at our school.  Then in the second step you researched the evidence – in other words, you found evidence that supported your belief that this was a problem.  Now you will find the causes of the problem.  Causes are actions or conditions that produce certain results. All social problems have causes. An important step toward solving a social problem is to identify the causes. Some causes can be eliminated. 
EXAMPLE:  For example, drunk drivers cause accidents. Stronger laws against driving while drunk can reduce accidents.
